This hunt consists of a seven day plains game compound bow hunt for one hunter and one non-
hunter in the malaria-free Bushveldt region, Limpopo province, South Africa. It includes trophy fees
for one impala or one warthog at the election of the hunter. It is a compound bow hunt and may be
upgraded to take additional species or extended for a longer period as per current price list, which
is published on the website. Additional hunters are $300 per day (two on one) and non-hunters
$150 per day. A maximum of 8 bow hunters will be accommodated at any one time. Species that
may be taken during this hunt include impala , kudu , waterbuck , nyala , gemsbok , eland , duiker ,
steenbok , warthog , zebra , red hartebeest , giraffe , black backed jackal , caracal , chacma
baboon and vervet monkey. This hunt is available in 2008 on dates to be agreed between 31
March and 31 October. This is one of South Africa’s prime bow hunting destinations; the success
rate is very high and the trophy quality is outstanding. Matlabas Game Hunters is one of only a few
African outfitters that specialize in bow hunting exclusively. There are no licenses or permits
required unless a species is taken which requires a CITES permit. Transportation to/from
Johannesburg International Airport is included (Approximately 4 hour drive). Hunting takes place
from elevated blinds, pit blinds, tree stands or by means of “walk-and-stalk”. Accommodation is
provided at Matlabas Game Lodge. The meals are mostly traditional South African Bushveldt
cuisine and venison is regularly served. Other features include a separate lounge with satellite TV,
a unique wildlife and natural history video library, swimming pool, fully equipped kitchen, daily
cleaning services and a laundry service.

Excursions and other activities for non-hunters as well as tours and/or photographic safaris at the
end of the hunting safari are also available.
